Provincial Autonomy- Sindh’s Perspective

(Proposed Constitutional Amendments)

Pakistan is faced today with a constitutional sriiat has on the one hand
created enormous social, political and economidlpros for the Country and
on the other hand has brought into question th&éraged viability of the state as
a democratic and progressive country.

The constant fall in the indicators of human resesrdevelopment; the sea of
unemployed youth; increasing disparity between fikh and the poor, the
crumbling state of service delivery; appalling land order situation; pathetic
record of human rights and the absence of justiceandidly brought home by
the utter helplessness of the Supreme Court ofsRakin getting information
about political activists abducted by the agencadisare indicative of the total
collapse of basic parameters of governance.

Above all else, the fact that there is unrest innayamilitary action in
Balochistan, every day agitation in Sindh agairmshsl and Greater Thal Canal,
and now sale of islands; and that there are rasgjyigdombs blasts wracking the
whole country, are pointers that the state of Rakiss at war with its own
people. The recent legislation passed by the Urgyress demanding yearly
certification of Pakistan’s good conduct in orderqualify for American aid,
has added an immense external factor to the fobtedimternal threat to the
country.

The biggest single factor of the unhappiness ofpbeple of Pakistan is the
perception that the most populous and the most golwgovince of Pakistan is

usurping all power, privilege and resources of ¢oentry at the cost of the
remaining three Provinces. The constant meddlinthénaffairs of governance
by the Army, which overwhelmingly belongs to themesaprovince, only adds

fuel to the fire of unhappiness against Punjalis therefore imperative that the
policy of over centralization of yesteryear shogilde way to a longer, and more
meaningful, participation of the people of the fadieg units in running their

own affairs under a benign federal government.

Presented herein are the proposed constitutionandments forwarded by
Sindh Democratic Forum (SDF). The main thrust &f pnoposed amendments
is on the themes given below: -



1. Carrying 1973 constitution, incrementally towarlde spirit of the basic
contract, the Pakistan Resolution of 1940, in whiwh constituting units were
autonomous and sovereign.

2. All decisions regarding inter-provincial andenrgovernment affairs
through consensus (as against majority vote).

3. All decisions regarding affairs of the fedevatiwith the consent and
approval of the Senate.

4. Make the Senate “guardian of the federation” dherefore more
powerful.

5. Pakistan should have a parliamentary form ofeguwent (as against
efforts to turn in into a Presidential form).

6. Sovereignty of federation units over their teries and natural resources
on top and underneath its lands.

7. Sovereignty over finances and authority of taxabn maximum heads.
8. Representation in all state institutions comsoeate with population.

State Failure and Vulnerability
of Marginalized Groups:
Case Study of Balochistan, Pakistan

Nizamuddin Nizamani

Background:

Different states at various historical moments dackallenges posed by the
divisive pulls of ethnicity, race, religion, and lzwe. A major issue of
contention has been one of the sharing of stateep&wy the dominant group.
Often, some kind of devolution of power and autfyosatisfies the group
aspiring to share power. On occasion, the demanpldeer sharing has led to a
demand for autonomy, which when resisted transfatessf into demand for
independent statehood (Chowdhury: 2002, p-3).

Inequalities and injustices in income, educatioralth, jobs and political
representation have been a distinguishing feat@irallomultiethnic societies
with indigenous and tribal populatidns

Indigenous and tribal peoples represent about 5 geert of the world’'s
population, but over 15 per cent of the world’s Fodhe incidence of extreme
poverty is higher among them than among other bgcaups and, generally,
they benefit much less than others from overallides in poverty.

It is estimated that there are about 350 milliodigenous and Tribal Peoples
(ITPs) around the world representing over 5,00@iethroups.

The term indigenous and tribal peoples may be igedchangeably with other
expressions such as indigenous ethnic minoritieshibbr tribes or hunter-
gatherers or first people adivasf. The variety of terms used to refer to these
peoples reflects the diversity of their socio-ecoim political and historical
circumstances.

Despite the heterogeneity of indigenous and tipleaiples, ILO Convention No.
169 provides useful elements to identify them. Adowg to the Convention,
indigenous and tribal peoples are those peoplsose social, cultural and
economic conditions distinguish them from othertisas of the national
community, and whose status is regulated whollypartially by their own

customs or traditions or by special laws or regidas’. The Convention 3
covers both the descendants of the first inhalsitaha given region or country,
as well as those peoples who live in a tribal isgftbut whose ancestors do not
pre-date other inhabitants of the country or regBelf-identification is another
essential criterion for determining who is indigasa@r tribal.

Perceived as being among the poorest segmentscisties, indigenous and
tribal peoples constitute the target of variouspaverty and social policies.
Views differ, however, in respect of which strassgiwould most effectively
address their economically, politically and sogiall disadvantaged
circumstances.

To redress this situation, it is imperative thatiaband economic policies
recognize and accommodate indigenous and tribgblegoneeds, aspirations
and rights. Redressing biases in public spendingvels as targeting basic
services to indigenous and tribal peoples woulg,halit would not be enough.
Policies must recognize that ethnic asymmetriesai-being and power are the
result of institutional and societal discriminationoted in the belief that
indigenous cultures are outdated and undesiralbley Tiave been traditionally
perceived as a break to modernization and an dbgtaoational unity. But the
prevalent development paradigms, based on asdonilat “forced” inclusion,
have failed to provide indigenous and tribal pespldth opportunities and
benefits on a par with mainstream society. Thisbiesn detrimental not only to
indigenous peoples themselves, but also to natignoalth, social cohesion and
political stability. The widening of ethnic inequgds in countries with
indigenous and tribal peoples reveals that coneatianti-poverty policies fall
to tackle the social and economic exclusion fatchgm. This failure must be
redressed not only for their own benefit, but dsaeasons of social equity and
policy effectiveness. Social and economic policiesist recognize and
accommodate indigenous and tribal peoples’ neesjsradions and rights. As
distinct peoples, they have special rights (grougjlsts) that include the right to
be different and to influence decisions affectingit livelihoods and future.
Ethnic audit of 14 PRSPsi.e. Bangladesh, Bolivia, Cambodia, Guyana,
Honduras, Kenya, Lao PRD, Nepal, Nicaragua, Pakissai Lanka, Tanzania,
Viet Nam and Zambia, to ascertain whether and kwmsvrights, needs and
aspirations of indigenous and tribal peoples hasenktaken into account and
whether they have been involved in the consultatieading to the formulation
of PRSPs shows that there are significant diffezenlbetween regions and,
within regions, between countries in terms of wkethnd how indigenous
guestions are addressed (ILO:2005, p.6). Balocplpewe not the exception.
Female play basic and fundamental role in the dgwveknt of a society,
because any nation can not develop by keepingdigibpulation away from
her economy. However some countries due to cedsltural restrictions or
bitter historical experience could not involve tfeenale on large scale, still
there economies prospered among them Korea, anel Bbdadle East states are
worth mentioning.

The politicization and mobilization of women in acgety does not occur in a
vacuum. In most colonized countries the procesdinised with national
liberation movements. In a conflictual situation,omen understandably
constitute the most vulnerable group. They beconey pf mLiIti—dimensionaI

marginalization in terms of ethnicity, religionask and gendeiEconomically
they belong to the poorest section of the cour@hakraborty: 2004, p.5).

One such critical situation prevails in one SousiaAthe Balochistan province
of Pakistan where insurgents and military forces emgaged with hundreds of
causalities and thousands of injuries on both sidiés enormous collateral
damage. This is"bapprising in this restive but strategically impmt province
after a comparative respite after full-fledged nggncy during early 1970s.
Although government claimed in December 2005 theguigency will be
quelled in one month but practically appeared teehfailed even after seven
months. On the contrary militant activities apptabe on rise in frequency and
magnitude.

Latest phase of insurgency in Balochistan has twagitswomen as a single
group either directly killed or injured in the csofire and air bombing. Such a
situation has caused long term socio-psychologitglacts on Baloch tribal
women Overall deprivation of the province has kitchon the women as single
group. Marginalization and historical backwardnassvell fiercely independent
nature of Balochs, and allegedly ill-planned anddd development projects by
federation, difficult mountainous topography anewvailing frustration has
aggravated the situation. Pakistani authoritiesmblaneighboring countries
Afghanistan and India for instigating the militanty create instability in
Pakistan, where as nationalist claim it a natugaktion to the deprivation and
high handedness by the federal government.

State Failure in Balochistan:

States all over the world play important roleennt of policy decision making
and either directly implementing it or through faation to private sector.
Therefore different state organizations play tkeircial rule and in case of their
failures marginalized groups suffer critically. éra is much to discuss the role
of organizations and institutions playing their tpan development and
especially developing the human resources for lte processes of human
resource development are critical. The basic umaledsng of the Human
resource development is inevitable not in isolatadnthe local wisdom and
knowledge system. The fundamental error occurrethiss avoiding the local
culture and indigenous system and practices in hureaource development.
Balochistan province in Pakistan is not exceptidimere Overall deprivation of
the province has hit hard on the women where thaye hleast access to
education and health facilities. In education Bhistan presents worst adult
literacy with 51 % urban and 28 % rural and in cakgender it is 50 % male
and only 12 % female. Dropout rate 49 % male anéodg&male is alarming.



Female literacy rate is only 17.6 % as compaed3?.2 % average in
Pakistaf In case or rural female literacy it is only 7 $o@mpared to 18 % in
Pakistan (SPDC: 2002-03.p.14). Infant mortalityighest 122 as compared to
108 averages in Pakistan. Out side Quetta only &unospital can handle
obstruct labor, therefore Maternal Mortality RatéMR) is the highest 500 per
hundred thousand as compared to 380 averages ist&akCrude Death Rate
is also higher 7.5 % in rural Balochisan as commgpae average 7.1 % in
Pakistan. Crude birth rate 26.7 % is also highant?6.5 % in Pakistan (SPDC:
2005-06, p.33). Health conditions are pathetic ialoBhistan where 73 %
children are malnourishéd. 28 % of expectant mothers, 46 % of lactating
mothers and one third of per-school children corsuess than 70 % of
recommended daily allowance of calories. A majontgbutory factor to
malnutrition is the ill health of mother due to tomny pregnancies. At least 87
% of the rural population in Balochistan reportatke csick family member,
among the poor it was even 94 % while the natianadrage was 77 %
Balochistan has an average of 7300 persons penrdo@nly Quetta is
performing best with 1800 persons per doctor. 18lrdistricts have more than
10,000 persons per doctor. Worst situation prevail8arkhan with 50,000
people per doctor. Mosukhel and Awaran suffers lamsituation. A study
conducted by Women's studies Center of Balochikhaiversity in two districts
namely Pishin and Mustung areas showed that laigedistance poor was the
access of women to health. In communication langweas an important barrier
where women even could not express what kind i0ésé or symptoms she felt.
Lack of privacy in term of entrance, seating andtivwg area arrangements as
well as check up in privacy also appeared to bentagr impediments that
caused women stay away fro health facilities.

Availability of female health staff is even worsitivonly 15 % doctors are
female mostly based in Quetta with not a singlealentoctor in five districts.
Out of 7200 paramedics only about 10 % is femabgramostly concentrated in
Quettd®. Three districts do not have any female staff. itéch mobility of
women in general and unequal gender distributiomedlical staff contributes
to relative poor access to health services. Amahgrofactors distance from
health hospitals is major reason followed by latlc@mmunication with the
male staff and issue of privacy are the major read@eping women away from
the health facilities.

Resources Vs Development

The Baloch leadership blame that the billions @fees that have been spent on
the five military operations to date from the ddyPakistan's inception, if these
were utilized in the development of natural resesyc socio-economic
development of the people, their education andihealie—Balochistan by now
would have become the most prosperous provindeeofederation, contributing

a major chunk of its hitherto unexploited naturesaurces to the national
exchequer, to be used in the development of odsr éndowed provinces with
a view to sharing fruits of prosperity with thedast number of the people.
Today the ironic situation is that gas producedalochistan is moving the
wheels of 75" percent of industry in Punjab and rest of the tguand also

keeping the fire in the kitchens going while itsropeople are denied of its use.

Mishandling of political unrest:

Handling of Balochistan insurgency by Pakistanihatties has been very
controversial and criticized by large number ofifimans five former Prime
Ministers, and strategist including three formelitary Generals/ head of Inter
Services Intelligence i.e. Gen(Retd) Hameed Gul@ed (Retd) Asad Durdfi
and General Mirza Aslam Baig.

Analyst report that six Pakistani Army Brigades gadamilitary forces totaling
25000 men are battling against Baloch LiberatiomyArBLA) only in Kohlu
and surrounding areas. Pakistan Human Rights Casionisreported that
indiscriminate bombing and strafing by 20 US suggblF-16 jet fighters resulted
215 dead and hundreds more women many of them woraed
Children.(Harison:2006

Of Balochistan's 28 Districts, the 16 that are nsishtegic and important in
terms of natural resources are now directly aftéddy the insurgency, and
constitute an acute security problem for Islamab&odntrary to General
Musharraf's assertion that only three of the #&atrchiefs in the province were
"troublemakers”, insurgent attacks have left nd pathe province unaffected.
There has also been a continuous series of bombraoket attacks on gas
pipelines, railway tracks, power transmission ljnedbridges, and
communications infrastructure, as well as on mjitestablishments and
governmental facilities and enterprises over thet g2 months. According to
open source information monitored by South Asiardresm Portal, in 624
insurgency-related incidents, at least 197 civilja®0 security force personnel
and 92 insurgents have died, and 559 people hareweunded in the Province
during 2006 alone (till August 20, 2006). There éndbeen 353 arrests in the
year, thus far. However, given Islamabad's undedtaaccounts, the
suppression of the Press and erratic reportage tinasrpoorly covered region,
the actual numbers could be much larger.

Intense counter-insurgency operations did, howewring three brigades,
backed by helicopter gunship, into the Bugti andriMareas, leading to a
temporary dispersal of the insurgents into thetiretly inaccessible hills, and a
consequent lull in their operations. This, howewes rapidly reversed, and just

Wénger amount is invested
for the development of these resources all will dgwn the drain without
ensuring instability in this area. Sustainable Htgtran not be ensured without
friendly inhabitants of the region. Present polafysubjugating the local tribal
people through the use of force appear to be nigt \@ry costly but equally
unsuccessful. This experience has been time and eg@eated for the last six
decades. There fore it may be in the fitness aofghito negotiate with the local
representatives and a viable future strategy shbaldlevised for sustainable
development of the area and region.

Excerpts from Country Reports on Human Rights Pract ices - 2006

[Released by the Bureau of Democracy, Human Rights, and Labor,
Department of State, United States of America.
March 6, 2007]

“Pakistan is a federal republic with a population of approximately 168
million. The head of state is President Pervez Musharraf, who assumed
power after overthrowing the civilian government in 1999 and was
elected president in 2002. He affirmed his right to serve concurrently as
chief of army staff in August 2002 through a series of controversial
amendments to the 1973 constitution called the Legal Framework Order.
The head of government is Prime Minister Shaukat Aziz, whom the
National Assembly elected in 2004. Domestic and international
observers found the 2002 National Assembly elections deeply flawed.
The government was affected by internal conflicts in Balochistan and in
the Federally Administered Tribal Areas (FATA). While the civilian
authorities generally maintained effective control of the security forces,
there were instances when local police acted independently of
government authority.

The government's human rights record remained poor. Major problems
included restrictions on citizens' right to change their government,
extrajudicial killings, torture, and rape. The country experienced an
increase in disappearances of provincial activists and political
opponents, especially in provinces experiencing internal turmoil and
insurgencies. Poor prison conditions, arbitrary arrest, and lengthy pretrial
detention remained problems, as did a lack of judicial independence.
Harassment, intimidation, and arrests of journalists increased during the
year. The government limited freedoms of association, religion, and
movement, and imprisoned political leaders. Corruption was widespread
in the government and police forces, and the government made little
attempt to combat the problem. Domestic violence and abuse against
women, such as honor crimes and discriminatory legislation that affected
women and religious minorities remained serious problems. Widespread
trafficking in persons and exploitation of indentured, bonded, and child
labor were ongoing problems. Child abuse, commercial sexual
exploitation of children, discrimination against persons with disabilities,



and worker rights remained concerns.

The government's Anti Trafficking Unit (ATU) was iy functional and

reportedly resulted in increased arrests and putises of human traffickers.
Cooperative efforts between the military, ATU, anternational organizations
prevented human trafficking resulting from the abdlislocation following the
2005 earthquake. Training efforts within the sdguforces greatly improved
treatment of trafficking victims.

A number of Balochi groups sought magbts for the province and
campaigned peacefully, while othersesorted to violence.



On August 26, militant Baloch nationalist leaderwdad Bugti, 35 of his
followers, and 16 military officers and soldiers revekilled in an explosion
inside a cave in Balochistan. According to the me@iugti and his followers
were killed when the Air Force bombed Bugti's histed@he media reported that
16 soldiers died in the ensuing battle. The goveminstated the officers were
trying to reach Bugti to speak to him when an utered explosion caused the
cave to collapse.

Disappearance

............ There was an increase of politically motivaididappearances. Police
and security forces held prisoners incommunicadd efused to provide
information on their whereabouts, particularly émrorism and national security
cases.

Al cited a report issued by HRCP in late Januatyictv found "scores of cases
of arbitrary arrests and detention, torture, extagial killings, 'disappearances'
and uses of excessive force by security and igksitie forces committed in
Balochistan since early 2005." Al cited a Januatatesnent by self-exiled
Senator Sanaullah Baloch, who noted that at |€Bt{pople died in bombings,
122 children were killed by paramilitary troops,danundreds of people were
arrested since the beginning of the campaign iy 2805.

According to the NGO Asia Human Rights Commissis&tiRC), during the
year more than 600 people disappeared after bakamntinto custody, including
200 persons from Sindh. AHRC reported that in Baikten, 1,000 persons had
been killed since military operations began in 208dcording to a statement by
the federal minister for internal affairs, morerthfB000 persons were arrested in
Balochistan since the beginning of 2005, althouginynwere released shortly
after their arrests.



NGOs such as Al and AHRC reported that the goveminereasingly used the
war on terror as an excuse to arrest and detaiticablopponents. They noted
the judiciary's inaction in answering habeas corpuders filed by family
members. According to Al, "The practice of enforcksappearance, which was
rare before 2001, has become more common in centegides the 'war on
terror." Over the past two years, dozens of Balw&tionalists are believed to
have been subjected to enforced disappearancéharaldre recent reports that
leaders of Sindhi parties and members of the $tinarity have as well."

Families of some missing Baloch and Sindh natiestelhave petitioned the
courts for redress, claiming that government agendield their relatives
without due process. On November 10, the Supremet©odered the Ministry
of Interior to disclose the whereabouts of 41 dlledetainees. Since then, 25
have been released, according to the governmehbugh human rights groups
have only accounted for 18...... ”

.............. According to Al, security forces detaineddveaders of a Baloch
political party, the Jamhoori Watan, Abdul Rauf @asand Saeed Brohi. On
February 3, two plainclothes police officers pickga Sasoli, and on March 10,
they picked up Brohi. According to Al, authoritiedenied holding the
individuals. Family members feared that they weeingp held and were in
danger of being tortured.

On February 24, a group of 16 men, presumed tddiegothes police officers,

seized Dr. Safdar Sarki, an American citizen a&iinalhi nationalist, in Karachi.
According to Al, withesses saw Sarki being takerainan, "blindfolded and

bleeding." Al reported that police ransacked Sarkipartment and took his
laptop computer and passport. Sarki was the segrgémeral of the Jeay Sindh,
a Sindhi nationalist political organization advaegtfor the rights of Sindhi

citizens.

On April 4, Muneer Mengal, managing director of thiest Baloch satellite
television channel, disappeared after he returoddarachi from Bahrain. His
sister, Aziza Mangal, reported that the governntigdtnot accept her appeals
and petitions to gain access to her brother, whoreportedly being held by the
Inter-Services Intelligence. At the end of the ydds whereabouts remained
unknown.

On June 11, police arrested Naser Baloch, a Battutlent leader at Karachi
University. Security agencies detained Baloch aimdndt bring any charges
against him. On August 19, police released Baloch.

In early July, Bilal Bugti, the younger brother damhoori Watan Party
Secretary General Agha Shahid Bugti, and MurtazggtiBuhe son of
Balochistan's first finance minister, Ahmed Nawamngi were allegedly
kidnapped by intelligence agencies iKarachi.



On July 16, intelligence agencies arrested SarhiuBaloch and Obaidullah
Baloch, brothers of Senator Sanaullah Baloch Z@Baloch National Party).
Authorities released Obaidullah Baloch on July &8l &amiullah on December
10. Both brothers allegedly reported being tortusbde in custody.

In 2005 political opponents kidnapped Moto Meghwanrd Gyan Chand
Meghwar, potential candidates for local office iha€hro, Tharparkar District,
reportedly to keep them from contesting the elestiagainst candidates of the
chief minister of Sindh Province. They were botleased unharmed in January,
and no charges were brought against their kidnapper.”

.............. On December 3, during a protest in Karacpaiast the death of
Baloch leader Akbar Bugti during a military opeaatj police arrested two
Balochi political party leaders, Ghulam Muhammad a&her Mohammad
Baloch of the Jamhoori Watan Party. On Decembédar@ily members filed a
habeas corpus petition on behalf of the two disapgek politicians with the
Sindh High Court. Sher Muhammad was later releadmat, Ghulam's
whereabouts remained unknown at year's end.

There were no developments in the December 200appksrance of 18
members of the Pakistan Petroleum Workers' UniomfBalochistan who had
gone to Karachi for negotiations with their managabor the November 2005

Torture and Other Cruel, Inhuman, or Degrading Treatment or
Punishment

......... During the year, the NGO Lawyers for Human Rgyland Legal Aid

recorded 1,513 cases that they labeled torture. N®® Asia Human Rights
Commission reported approximately 1,319 cases midir® during the year. In
May the NGO reported over 1,250 cases being cordhduring the previous
16 months, with most reported in Punjab and Sireilmjab had 743 cases,
Sindh had 503, eight were reported in Balochis#&h,in NWFP, and 23 in

Islamabad. Torture occasionally resulted in deatkevious injury (see section
la)......."

Prison and Detention Center Conditions

........... Landlords in Sindh and Punjab, as well adds in rural areas,
operated illegal private jails. According to a BB&port, a religious seminary in
Haripur, NWFP, headed by Maulana llyas Qadri wasduss a private "jail" to
treat drug addicts. In October police raided theisary and freed 112 persons,
including seven British nationals. Police reportiedt they were held in chains.
Some bore signs of torture and sexual abuse.......... ”



Arrest and Detention

............ Several dozen Mohajir Quami Movement Haqgiqi@M H) activists,
arrested between 1999 and 2003, remained in custbdyear's end, some
without charge for violent acts against membersotbfer parties as well as
expressing views critical of the government.

Many tribal jirgas instituted harsh punishmentshsas the death penalty or watta-
satta (exchange of brides between clans or trinasjiages (see section 5).

The Supreme Court had a history of annulling tHanga and validity of the
military courts trying civilians. A civilian primeminister, Nawaz Sharif,
established military courts in 1998 to dispensackjjustice.” The human rights
and the lawyers' community appealed to the Supr@uart to invalidate
military courts on the grounds that they operateatdide the rule of law.

political beliefs, but it was commonly and widelglieved that there were

Freedom of Speech and Press

............. There was an increase in government arrestgassment, and
intimidation of journalists during the year. Accorg to the NGO AHRC, the
government banned three FM radio stations and w®evision channels,
although service was restored after protests frigthspciety.

According to Internews, an NGO that monitors thatestof the media in the
country, there were 127 attacks against the medigaurnalists during the year.
By the end of the year, at least five journalisid been killed; nine abducted (of
which seven were later released without chargesgbdied against their

abductors); 191 attacked, beaten, tortured, or ahot5 arrested; four jailed;
and 13 threatened. In addition 15 publicationsgl@vtsion channels, and 23
Web sites were temporarily banned; three newspapemses were raided; one
FM station was sealed. Seventeen journalists andiamarganizations were
going through court cases; 30 were prevented fromering official functions;

Sarmad hegbrted on the outcome of a
jirga decision related to a 12-year-old murder cd$e jirga, which included

the local feudal landlords and district mayor, loadered the murderers to hand
over five girls not exceeding the age of 10 to thembers of the deceased
family as compensation.

On July 2, police arrested Mehruddin Mari, a repofor the Sindhi language
newspaper the Daily Kawish who had reported on mumights abuses at a
police roadblock near Golarchi, in southern Sirdther reporters witnessed the
police picking up Mari.

RV On November 8, PEMRA allegedly verbally instted cable
operators throughout the country not to transmBamgkok-based television
network, Sindh Television. According to AHRC, thie@hi channel had gained
popularity for highlighting government mismanageindn late October the

Internet Freedom

............... While there were no reports that the governimimited public

access to the Internet, it attempted to control es@rtremist and Baloch
separatist Web sites based in the country. Teleaathorities claimed that
Internet access had risen by 750 percent in fivarsyd10.5 million total

subscribers during the year, compared with 1.2ignilin 2001), and service
existed in nearly all of the country's urban areas.

Prohibition of Forced or Compulsory Labor

LT Estimates by NGOs SPARC and SHARP suggestatiietween 1.5
and 2 million persons were involved in some fornbohded labor, primarily in
Sindh Province. Bonded labor was most common irbthek, glass, carpet, and
fishing industries. In rural areas, particularly ithe Tharparkar



District of Sindh, bonded labor in the agricultueadd construction sectors was
fairly widespread. A large proportion of bondeddedrs were low caste Hindus,
or Muslim and Christian descendants of low castedHs. Bonded laborers
were often unable to determine when their debtsewelly paid. Those who

escaped often faced retaliation from former empi®y8&ome bonded laborers
returned to their former status after being free@d do a lack of alternative
livelihoods. Although the police arrested violatm&the law against bonded
labor, many such individuals bribed the police étease them. Human rights
groups reported that landlords in rural Sindh nzargd as many as 50 private
jails housing approximately 4,500 bonded labor&mss between such landlords
and influential politicians hampered effective ehation of bonded

26 March 2007-- United Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights
Louise Arbour today called on Member States toqutoand respect the rights
of the disabled, who comprise 10 per cent of theldi® population, by
implementing the landmarlConvention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilitiesafter it is opened for signature on Friday.

"l strongly believe that this new instrument conatsa time when there are
broad shifts in attitudes within societies towattle rights of persons with
disabilities," Ms. Arbour told a panel discussidriltee Human Rights Council in
Geneva. "The Convention provides a catalyst toemasiis urgently needed
change" which could potentially impact 650 milligmeople living with
disabilities, she said.

A new Committee on the Rights of Persons with Dlgas will also be
established to report periodically on progress maae the Convention also
includes an Optional Protocol which allows for widual communications and
inquiry procedures.

The High Commissioner added that she hopes totel¢ha profile of the issue
of the rights of people with disabilities, and radfice will take the lead in
establishing partnerships with non-governmentalaoizations (NGOs) and
States.

Sheikha Hessa al-Thani, the Special Rapporteur @abiity, said that the
"complementary relationship” between the two area®cial development and
human rights -- to which the issue of people widabilities belongs "had now
found expression in the brilliant document,” then@ention.

Ambassador Don Mackay of New Zealand, who is alsaircof the ad hoc
committee on the Convention, said the treaty rdigiedters the conception of
disabilities, transforming the issue from beingebpla social welfare matter to
being a human rights one given existing socialibeand prejudices.

The 47-member Council, created last year to reglae€ommission on Human



Rights which had been criticized for ignoring alsis® many countries, also
heard presentations from two UN Special Rapporfeun® are unpaid experts
serving in an independent personal capacity.

In his report, Martin Scheinin, the Special Rappoarton the promotion and
protection of human rights and fundamental freedowtsle countering
terrorism, said that profiling in the context obtimg out terrorists based on race
is incompatible with human rights, while profilingased on ethnicity, national
origin and/or religion, which he said are inadeguatlicators, could potentially
have negative consequences.

In response, Ahmet Uzumcu, the representative frarkey, said that terrorism is
the biggest threat the world faces and is alsoimeciagainst humanity, but
cautioned that in combating it, human rights shouldt be sacrificed.

The Special Rapporteur on torture and other cinteljman or degrading treatment
or punishment, Manfred Nowak, also delivered hporeto the Council. In it, he
said that under the Convention against TorturegStaust fulfil their obligations to
end impunity for those who commit acts of torturg éxercising universal
jurisdiction, citing the recent example of the gmgion of the former Chadian
President Hisséne Habré.

Mousa Burayzat, representing Jordan, denied tharéowas as widespread and as
routine as Mr. Nowak indicated in his report, baidshat the Government would
seriously review the Rapporteur's recommendatiodsagproach them positively.

The fourth session of the Council will concludefaiday, and its next session is
slated to be held from 11 to 18 June.

Today's modern slavery - hutrafficking -- has found
refuge in the loop-holes of insufficient legislatjan structural weaknesses of
our economic and migration policies, in corruptimgmorance and indifference.

"Two hundred years ago the abolition of transaittasiave trade was an event
cheered and celebrated in the British Empire. & wdandmark that had a long
term impact on communities and countries of origind destination.

"Today, we have to admit that slavery and practsieslar to slavery still exist
in many countries. Trafficking in human beings afoan of enslavement



has to be eradicated - otherwise the world's aehmewts in bringing human
rights to all will be overshadowed by humiliatiatgegradation, organized crime
and corruption.

"In order to eradicate this gross human rightsatioh we must tackle the root
causes of human trafficking - poverty, social egmn, intolerance and
discrimination. We must address sexual exploitasiod the demand for socially
unprotected and cheap labor in the countries dirdgson, because there would
be no profits and no trafficking without demand.eTight is definitely not an

easy one, but it can and will be won."

Neighbouring
countries such as India, Maldives, Nepal and Srikhahave their respective
national human rights commissions while Pakistaonishe way to establishing
one. According to the proposal by the Foreign Affailinistry, the Advisory
Council has approved the proposal in principal.ommittee has been formed
headed by the Cabinet Division Secretary comprisihgepresentatives from
the ministries of Law, Home and Foreign Affairs.iglsommittee will look at
the human rights commissions in South Asia to sket@ossible structure and
guidelines of the proposed Commission and will taduggestions from
representatives from civil society. A report in taily Star also recalled that
the formation of a national human rights commissicas one of the election
pledges made in part by the past government. Aaimmommittee was formed
on 10 December 2001. A final draft was then serth&oCabinet Division on
January 23, 2003; however, it had been shelvdueatinistry since the cabinet
sent it back on January 29 of that same year.

Although the government had put the idea on hotdséweral years, this week's
announcement is a welcoming message to everyoneegwd about human
rights issues in Bangladesh. At the same time, 'tinigorinciple decision of
formation of a national human rights commissions baen commissioned by a
government, which was born within a state of emeegewhen all fundamental
human rights remain under suspension. Accordingetent reports by local
human rights groups, law-enforcement in the couhtty been militarized,



deaths in custody, extrajudicial killings and btutarture cases have been
published almost everyday, while arbitrary arreststentions and denial of
justice, even to human rights defenders have becamgery common
phenomenon. Naturally, one question arises, whiteiseal "principal” behind
the government's motivation? There are also supptéany questions such as is
the government only going to make a new signbodrthe national human
rights commission, where "principles” are contregtic by human rights
violations that go unchecked? In the past, thermati®nal community has
observed that there is a gulf of difference betwgledges and practice when it
comes to the governments of Bangladesh.
In addition, the committee appointed to designdtracture and guidelines of
the commission is another surprise. An influertialeaucrat who is surrounded
by three subjects has been given a forum to frém@éatiman rights commission.
These bureaucrats are often more concerned witirigeéheir jobs rather than
ensuring an effective service to the citizens of tountry, similar to the
county's magistrates and many of the states jsstih&ges in Bangladesh are
there to serve the government rather than upholgistice and rule of law in
the country, while demonstrating a poor commitmenprofessional integrity.
God only knows what sort of human rights will beeg to the nation under the
recommendations of such a committee.

The concerned professionals know how much commitraed what sort of
mind set the bureaucrats of Bangladesh traditiprfadlve had, especially, the
official practices of the secretaries of the Home &aw ministries. According
to the Bangladeshi system, all of these bureaushtuld have worked as
magistrates in the early years of their respeatemeer. Begging the question,
what was their role and record in their positiohattcan qualify them to
understand the concept of human rights? How mueh tfaey contribute to the
protection and promotion of human rights? Theseducrats have hardly cared
to hear the pain and suffering of the victims ofriam rights abuses. If the
government has any true commitment to ensure redeesl justice to the
victims of human rights abuses in the country, flleese persons can only be a
part of the committee and must not be the propefert at all. It is a very
serious concern that this commission may be nothimge than another
bureaucratic mechanism that acts like a toothigss. t

Moreover, the human rights commissions of SouthaAaie not the ideal

examples of human rights bodies. Although it is hat to learn from your

neighbours’' experiences in combating human rigtite, government must

consider how much benefit have the people of Ségih received from their

nations human rights protectorates. For example, many South Asians have
suffered uncountable and unimaginable types ofatiahs including forced

disappearances, extrajudicial killings, death istody, torture in custodies, rape
in custody, and so on. Despite the existence ofnhtonal human rights

commissions in those countries, the culture of inmyuis deeply rooted there,
similarly as it is in Bangladesh. The Asian Humamights



Commission (AHRC) therefore urges the Bangladesthaaities to keep these
thoughts in their minds. Human rights defenderskimgy at the national and
grassroots level along with victims of brutal hum@ghts abuses should be
included on the committee so that the real probt#énmuman rights and the
needs of the people are adequately reflected iredemmendations. We urge
the Bangladesh authorities to clarify their levetommitment to human rights,
especially since rampant human rights violatione accurring during the
current state of emergency. The AHRC also urges dgbgernment of
Bangladesh not to make a signboard based on atuiiimst that only carries a
name and does nothing more than stand idly by. Wiisonly bring about
further frustration amongst the victims of humamghts violations and
undermine the government's credibility in bringimyistained peace and
happiness to its own people.

Assessment, Natural Habitats, Poverty Reduction,

Forests, and Project Supervision.
