Brief Reports for CPCS web on Trainings for the year 2010-11

CPCS altered the design of training program for the year 2010-11; earlier the program was to select one cohort for whole year course comprised of 12 one day trainings which continued for three years (2007-08, 2008-09 and 2009-10), however, for the year 2010-11 four cohorts were chosen and each cohort was provided 30 participants (males and females). The year 2010-11 was divided in four quarters to conduct 3-day training in each quarter and one cohort containing 30 participants accomplished the training course. The 12 different themes on political education were adjusted in al four 3-day trainings. 
The brief reports for all 3-day trainings are given below;

 3-Day Training Workshop on “Political Journalism, Democracy and Political Audit”
[image: DSC08749]Center for Peace & Civil Society conducted three days training workshop for journalists and columnists of regional electronic and print media on 18th, 19th and 20th April, 2010. The theme for training workshop was “Political Journalism, Democracy and Political Audit”. It took place at M.H. Panhwar training & conference hall, Sindh Resource Center CPCS Hyderabad, Sindh, Pakistan. To make sure the merit and quality participation, CPCS announced the course of training on website and different e groups a month before it took place. The applications and résumés were invited from all journalists, media writers and students of Mass Communication. After short listing on certain set criteria, all selected applicants were communicated and informed to participate in the training workshop on above given dates. 30 applicants were selected out of which 23 participated regularly. To increase the female participation, gender balance was mainly focused in selection criteria. Mr. Jami Chandio, executive director CPCS, facilitated the different sessions, however, Mr. Aamir Raza Memon, Senior Program Officer, was the co-moderator. 
The forms and elements of political Journalism, skills of reporting and column writings, factor motivation and barriers for good political journalism, liberal democracy, social democracy, procedural democracy, transitional democracy and political audit were discussed at length in three days. However group discussion also took place with presentation given by participants on following topics;
· SWOT Analysis: Political Journalism in Pakistan
· SWOT Analysis: Political Journalism in Sindh
· Role of political parties to strengthen political journalism and democracy
· Role of media and journalists to strengthen political journalism and democracy
· Role of civil society to strengthen political journalism and democracy
· Role of citizens to strengthen political journalism and democracy. 
At the end of 3-day training certificates were distributed in all participants and evaluation of the training also took place. 

3-Day training workshop on “Human Rights Rule of Law & Democracy”
[image: DSC09518]Center for Peace & Civil Society (CPCS) announced 3-Day training on “Human Rights Rule of Law & Democracy” on its website and popular email groups. It invited young legal practitioners, human rights activists, students of law and political science and individuals working particularly in right based non-governmental organizations to send their applications/CVs/Résumés. CPCS received more than 100 applications for 30 participants of announced training.  30 participants were selected on open merit and few set criterions like gender balance, co-relation between training course and work experience, age and interests of candidates.     
CPCS organized the same training on July 24, 25 & 26, 2010 (Saturday, Sunday & Monday) at M.H. Panhwar Hall Sindh Resource Center, CPCS, Hyderabad. The regular participation number was 24 out of which 10 were females.
Following were the facilitators of three-day training workshop;
Mr. Jami Chandio is renowned writer, scholar, trainer and activist. He is executive director of the Center for Peace and Civil Society (CPCS). He has worked with the National Democratic Institute (NDI) in Pakistan as a political expert since 2004. He was awarded Reagan Fascell Democracy Fellowship in fall 2008 by International Forum for Democratic Studies, Washington DC and during his fellowship; Mr. Chandio conducted research on the ‘Crisis of Federalism and Prospects for Provincial Autonomy in Pakistan’ and wrote a book on the subject. 
Mr. Ali Palh who did his Masters in Human Rights from the Faculty of Graduate Studies, Mahidol University, Bangkok, Thailand, headed district field Office of Nonviolent Peace force, Sri Lanka. He works on protection of human rights defenders, religious and sexual minorities, and ratification of the International Criminal court. Mr. Palh has vast and diverse experience in conducting trainings of lawyers, police, military, students and civil society organizations on human rights, humanitarian law and peace-keeping.  
Mr. Rafiq Mangi is a Human Rights and development professional and is engaged in development and Human Rights sector for last 15 years. He has served on key positions with several national and international NGOs and Donor organizations. Mr. Mangi has done his Masters in’ International Human Rights and Social Development’ from Mahidol University, Bangkok, Thailand.

Certificates were distributed at the end of 3-day training.

3-Day training on Democratic Federalism, Provincial Autonomy and Role of Political Parties
Center for Peace & Civil Society (CPCS) organized three days training for political activists, academia and lawyers on Democratic Federalism, Provincial Autonomy and Role of Political Parties. The event took place on January 16, 17 & 18, 2011 at M.H Panhwar Hall CPCS Office Hyderabad. The announcement for applying to participate in the said training was emailed to different groups, displayed on notice boards at different offices and universities, sent to offices of different political parties working in Sindh and uploaded on CPCS website. 30 participants were selected and invited for training on recommendation of different political parties, institutes and civil society organizations and 22 participants, belonging to the political parties; civil society organizations, academia, lawyers’ community and youth groups participated. Mr. Jami Chandio who is Executive Director of CPCS and fellow Reagan Fascell Democracy Fellowship in fall 2008 by International Forum for Democratic Studies, Washington DC on the ‘Crisis of Federalism and Prospects for Provincial Autonomy in Pakistan’ and Mr. Aamir Raza Memon (Senior Program Officer: Training & [image: ]Advocacy) facilitated the different training sessions.

3-Day training on Democracy, Secularism and Freedom
Center for Peace & Civil Society organized 3-day training on Democracy, Secularism and freedom. The event took place on September 25, 26 and 27, 2010 at M.H. Panhwar training hall, [image: ]Sindh Resource Center @CPCS at Hyderabad. The training was announced on CPCS website,  different popular e groups and pamphlets. Students, young civil society activists, political workers, media writers and young lawyers were invited to apply and send their CVs for selection. Females were encouraged and prioritized to apply. 30 candidates were selected for training on the basis of interests, activism and gender criteria. 25 candidates participated the training regularly. Mr. Jami, Executive Director of CPCS was the main trainer and facilitated three day training.
