Executive Summary 

The activities of Center for Peace & Civil Society (CPCS) for the first quarter (February to 

April) of year 2011-12 project funded by National Endowment for Democracy (NED) 

Washington DC are reported below. All activities are carried out under the main components of 

CPCS which are trainings, advocacy programs and research/civil society education publications.  

Trainings:  
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CPCS organized two events of 2-day trainings for Youth under the program óYouth Leadership 

Development Programô. The themes of trainings were; 

1. Democracy, Rule of Law and Human Rights 

2. Federalism, Diversity and Decentralization 

Two-day training for Youth on ñDemocracy, Rule of Law and Human Rightsò held at M.H 

Panhwar training hall Sindh Resource Center, Hyderabad. Training was held on April 14 and 15, 

2011 from 9 am to 5 pm. 35 candidates were selected through interviews which were arranged a 

month before trainings. The announcement for applications was published in popular newspaper, 

posted on CPCS Facebook, emailed on famous e-groups and pasted on Universitiesô notice 

boards. The panel of interviewers was consisting of Mr. Jami Chandio (E.D CPCS), Mr. Nazir 

Essani (Board Member CPCS), Mr. Rafiq-u-Rehaman (Reputed Civil servant) and Mr. Aamir 

Raza Memon (Senior Program Officer CPCS). The number of candidates participated in training 

was 28 including 11 females. Mr. Jami Chandio and Mr. Aamir Raza Memon facilitated the 

different sessions of two-day training. 

CPCS also organized two-day training for youth on ñFederalism, Diversity and 

Decentralization.ò Training held on April 29 and 30, 2011 at M.H Panhwar hall, CPCS office 

Hyderabad. All selected participants were invited and the no of participation was 26 out of which 

13 were females. Mr. Jami Chandio (Executive Director CPCS) and Mr. Aamir Raza (Senior 

Program Officer) were the facilitators of two-day training workshop.  

Advocacy Programs: 

In the first quarter of months February, March and April CPCS organized six major programs 

like round table dialogues, seminars and rally. The topics of events were; 

1. Rally and Seminar on ñFlood Disaster 2010: Issues & Way Forwardò 

2. Round Table Seminar on ñPakistan: Seeking New Social Contractò  

3. Round Table Discussions with Youth on ñDemocracy, Pluralism and Political Islamò 

(Three events on same topic) at CPCS, University of Sindh and Mehran Uniuversity 

Jamshoro 

4. Reference Seminar on the works of Great Scholar Dr. Nabi Bux Khan Baloch 

Recently devastating upshot of Flood disaster 2010, which created millions of people and their 

families homeless and hopeless, had been cause for the many NGOs and Civil Society actors to 

play their due role for overcoming the loss of lives and property. Besides carrying out the 

significant work of early recovery and rehabilitation, we, being active part of civil society, are 

also responsible to raise voice in favor of flood affected families and sort out the continuous 

efforts regarding the issues and concerns which are not appropriately handled by the Government 

of Pakistan. In this regard, rally and seminar held on ñFlood Disaster 2010: Issues & Way 

Forwardò on February 12, 2011.  CPCS took initiative and involved many civil society 

organizations to come on board making rally and seminar successful. More than 200 Flood 

victims who were living in camps in the premises of Hyderabad also participated in rally and 

Seminar.  
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CPCS in collaboration with Aman Ittehad (Unity for Peace), organized a Sindh Convention on 

ñPakistan: Seeking New Social Contractò. The convention held at Hyderabad Press Club on 

March 26, 2011. More than 100 civil society activists, students, political workers, academia and 

intellectuals participated in convention. Mrs. Rashida Doha (Aman Ittehad) facilitated the round 

table dialogue and Mr. Ali Asghar Khan (CEO Aman Ittehad) Presided over. However, Mr. Jami 

Chandio (CPCS), Jaffar Memon (We Journalists), Advocate Yousif Leghari, Advocate Abdul 

Hakeem Zangejo, Aamir Raza Memon, Hafeez Kumbhar (Writer) and others were among main 

speakers.  

 

Center for Peace and Civil Society in collaboration with Khudi Pakistan (Based at Islamabad) 

organized three different óinteractive round table discussionô with youth on ñdemocracy, 

Pluralism and Political Islamò. The events took place at CPCS Office on March 21, 2011, at 

Mehran University of Engineering and Technology Jamshoro and University of Sindh Jamshoro 

on March 22, 2011. Mr. Jami Chandio (CPCS), Mr. Imran Khan (Khudi Foundation) and Mr. 

Rab Nawaz (Khudi Foundation) were the facilitators of the three different events on the topic 

given above. The proceedings were almost same in all three events except the sharing, comments 

and question of participants who were not same at all three locations of the events. At CPCS 

office all fellows and CPCS alumni were invited to participate in dialogue, however, in both 

Universities at Jamshoro students were invited.  

The last main activity of CPCS under the component of Advocacy Program for the first quarter 

of year 2011-12 was organized to pay tribute to Dr. Nabi Bux Khan Baloch (1917-2011) on his 

sudden death, he was multi-dimensional great scholar and icon of society who has written  more 

than 100 research books to promote knowledge. Center for Peace and Civil Society, Culture 

Department Government of Sindh and Sindhi Adabi Sangat SAS (Sindhi Literary Society) paid 

tribute through organizing a huge gathering and inviting renowned personalities to share their 

ideas on life of Dr. Nabi Bux Khan Baloch. The event took place on April 10, 2011 at Mumtaz 

Mirza Auditorium Hall, Hyderabad. Mr. Muhammad Ibrahim Joyo (Great Scholar and writer) 

presided over, Mrs. Sassui Palijo (Minister for Culture Department Government of Sindh) was 

Chief Guest and Mr. Agha Saleem (Novelist and Writer) was honorary guest. Mr. Jami Chandio 

and other member of Sindhi Literary Society were among the speakers. Mr. Naseer Mirza, G.M 

Radio Pakistan Hyderabad Station, facilitated the program.

Two-day Training on Democracy, Rule of Law and Human Rights 

Brief Summary: 

Center for Peace & Civil Society (CPCS) organized two-day training for Youth on ñDemocracy, 

Rule of Law and Human Rightsò at M.H Panhwer Hall 

CPCS Office Hyderabad. Training held on April 14 and 

15, 2011 from 9 am to 5 pm. 35 candidates were 

selected through interviews held a month before 

trainings.

Proceedings: 

DAY-1  

Session I: 

Session I was facilitated by Mr. Aamir Raza (Senior 

Program Officer CPCS) who, in his opening remarks, 

welcomed all participants, overviewed training course 

and introduced the óYouth Leadership Development 

Programô. Mr. Raza also set the norms for different 

sessions and shared the objectives of workshop. He 

asked all participants for brief introduction and 

introduced the main trainer Mr. Jami Chandio. Mr. 

Raza displayed the 10 minutes audio-visual 

presentation of CPCS on multi media. Watching that 

presentation the participants of the training got much motivation to be part of CPCSôs training 

program and appreciated the continuity of political education for the youth through warm 

applause. Mr. Raza shared the experience of seven cohorts and youth networking of CPCSôs 

Alumni. At the end of first session of introduction and ice breaking, Mr. Raza invited all 

participants to have high tea.  

Session II: 
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This session of theoretical orientation on Democracy was facilitated by Mr. Jami Chandio 

(Executive Director CPCS). To observe the level of understanding on democracy, Mr. Jami 

distributed the Meta cards among all participants to write their views regarding democracy. 

Following ideas came through Meta Planning; 

¶ To live and to let live 

¶ Government representing the peoples interests 

and responsibilities 

¶ Rights for citizen 

¶ The norm and mindset for individual freedom 

and equal rights for all 

¶ To be desirous of peoples own choice 

¶ Carte Blanche   

¶ Empowering citizenship 

¶ Attitude to care due rights of each other 

¶ System of peoplesô representatives for good governance 

Mr. Jami appreciated the views of participants and said that whole picture of Meta Planning tells 

the essence of democracy. He said that through Meta Planning we collected the bits and pieces of 

ideas regarding democracy and democracy absorbs all your views collected here on a sheet.  

Mr. Jami continued session after Meta Planning and deliver his ideas on evolution and 

theoretical orientation of democracy in the context of evolution of human society. Human society 

today is different to the society of primitive ages, said Mr. Jami suggesting to read the book of 

Sibte Hassan on History. Mr. Jami Thoroughly discussed the formation of family and groups, 

primitive commune system and possession of territory. While discussion Mr. Jami talked about 

fundamental challenges to the humans in past and development of society by meeting the 

challenges of needs and securities. Mr. Jami said that society is the developed form of human 

groups and societies travelled in history made state for providing services and security to 

citizens. Mr. Jami shared the period of slaves, feudalism, kingdom, Monarchy and democracy.  

Europe leaded to implement the systems of democracy after long struggle against religious 

clerks, said Mr. Jami adding many examples of King Martin Luther (Senior), Age of reformation 

(in Germany), age of enlightenment (in Italy), Renaissance in Europe, age of reason (in 

Germany, England and France) and French revolution. Concluding his session Mr. Jami said that 

many states are hijacked though power of some individuals, religions and groups, however, 

democracy is replacing the orthodox system of governance making state more participatory.  

Session of questions and answers took place and session ended for lunch break.  

Session III:     

Session III was also facilitated by Mr. Jami Chandio who gave power point multimedia 

presentation on Democracy. Following points were discussed through slides by Mr. Jami 

Chandio; 
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¶ Democracy is a political form of government carried out either directly by the people 

(direct democracy) or by means of elected representatives of the people (representative 

democracy).  

¶ The term comes from the Greek: (dǛmokrat²a) "rule of the people", which was coined 

from (dêmos) "people" and (krátos) "power". 

¶ In the middle of the fifth-fourth century BC to denote the political systems then existing 

in some Greek city-states, notably Athens following a popular uprising in 508 BC. Even 

though there is no, universally accepted specific definition of 'democracy', equality and 

freedom have been identified as important characteristics of democracy since ancient 

times.  

¶ The principles are reflected in all citizens being equal before the law and having equal 

access to power.  

¶ Democracies guard against all-powerful central governments and decentralize 

government to regional and local levels, understanding that local government must be as 

accessible and responsive to the people as possible. 

¶ Democracies understand that one of their prime functions is to protect such basic human 

rights as freedom of speech and religion; the right to equal protection under law; and the 

opportunity to organize and participate fully in the political, economic, and cultural life 

of society. 

¶ Democracies conduct regular free and fair 

elections open to all citizens. Elections in a 

democracy cannot be facades that dictators or a 

single party hide behind, but authentic 

competitions for the support of the people.\ 

¶ Democracy subjects governments to the rule of 

law and ensures that all citizens receive equal 

protection under the law and that their rights 

are protected by the legal system. 

¶ Democracies are diverse, reflecting each 

nation's unique political, social, and cultural 

life. Democracies rest upon fundamental 

principles, not uniform practices. 

¶ Citizens in a democracy not only have rights, they have the responsibility to participate in 

the political system that, in turn, protects their rights and freedoms. 

¶ Democratic societies are committed to the values of tolerance, cooperation, and 

compromise. Democracies recognize that reaching consensus requires compromise and 

that it may not always be attainable. In the words of Mahatma Gandhi, ñintolerance is 

itself a form of violence and an obstacle to the growth of a true democratic spirit.ò 

Sharing the ingredients of democracy Mr. Jami discussed following points through power point 

presentation;

After a detailed presentation the session of questions and answers took place and session ended 

for tea break.  

Session IV: 

This session was facilitated by Mr. Aamir Raza who showed a documentary film on democracy 

and its history in Pakistan. Watching that documentary participants understood the breaking 

phases of democracy and military interventions in Pakistan, they also got to know long struggle 

of restoration for democracy. At the end of documentary Mr. Raza announced to close day one 

training sessions.  

DAY-2: 

Session I: 
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The day-2 of training on ñDemocracy Rule of Law and Human Rightsò began with recapping on 

day-1. Mr. Jami facilitated the session. Following views shared by participants on understanding 

democracy; 

¶ In democracy majority leads by protecting minority rights. 

¶ Democracy is todayôs the best system of governance evolved through long human 
struggle against threats and insecurities.  

¶ It is about participation, pluralism, transparency and accountability. 

¶ Regular elections, sovereign parliament, political parties, vibrant, civil society, written 

constitution and independent judiciary are essentials of democracy.  

Appreciating the feedback of day-1, Mr. Jami started his session on Rule of Law, he discussed 

the relationship between rule of law and democracy and without rule of law democracy is failed. 

Democracy delivers when good governance is achieved through rule of law, said Mr. Jami 

adding that democracy, in Pakistan, is procedural not substantial. Mr. Jami stressed that civil 

society must create the power of discourse like modern societies.  

Mr. Jami created an environment for interactive session and every participant shared and 

discussed their views. Session ended for high tea. 

Session II: 

Group discussions and presentations 

Three groups were made and following topics were given to all groups; 

1. SWOT Analysis of Democracy in Pakistan 

2. How Rule of Law can be ensured in Pakistan 

3. Role of civil society for democracy and rule of law 

Main points of presentation given by group leaders after discussion are mentioned below; 

Group 1: Group one is leaded by Miss Sobia Awan who 

discussed following main points; 

Strengths: 

¶ Democracy is the only system of governance to 

save country. 

¶ It provides space for all nations and peoples to 

play role. 

¶ Voice of people is heard in democracy. 

¶ Pakistan is multi culture, multi religious and 

multi nationalities country so democracy is the 

only way to live with peace. 

Weaknesses: 

¶ Poor systems in political parties.
